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The main purpose of this study was to investigate and explore the issue of Academic Second/Foreign Language speaking Anxiety in TESOL/TEFL Content areas at the Near East University, Nicosia in the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus. This study examines the students' experiences with and views on the phenomenon of language speaking anxiety, especially as to how they have perceived and dealt with anxiety in their verbal practices. In reference to the characteristic features of student speaking anxiety reported in the relevant literature, this study also discusses the students' viewpoints in terms of whether they are suffering from speaking anxiety during their verbal activities or presentations. In this sense, this study can be considered as an attempt to investigate and explore the phenomenon of language speaking anxiety from the perspective of the student.
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
