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This study examines the attitudes of primary school English language teachers towards the use of educational technologies in English as a foreign language (EFL) classes. The Near East Junior College in Nicosia was taken as the case school in order to collect and evaluate data. Participants of the study were the first, second, third, fourth and fifth grade English language teachers in the 2010-2011 academic year. Participants in this study were all English language teachers (n=40) at the Near East Junior College in North Cyprus. 

The study addresses four issues: What are the opinions of the English language teachers of Near East Junior College on the use of educational technologies in the EFL classrooms? How can educational technologies in the EFL classroom be associated with the teaching of the four language skills? Can using educational technologies in the EFL classroom help to motivate students? Does using educational technologies in the EFL classroom make teaching easier and more effective than traditional educational materials? A detailed prepared questionnaire was used for this study. There were seventeen questions in the questionnaire. For data analysis Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS 15.0 for Windows Evaluation) programme was used.

Main results obtained through this study are as follows: the general opinion of the English language teachers on the use of educational technologies in the EFL classroom is very positive. English language teachers use educational technologies in order to teach the four language skills and also use educational technologies as resource bank. The respondents use educational technologies in order to motivate students. Nearly all of the teachers use educational technologies in their classes in order to make teaching easier and more effective. Significant differences with the native speakers of English language teachers and native speakers of Turkish have been identified in teachers’ attitudes towards the use of educational technologies for practicing the four language skills.

The findings of the research suggest that English language teachers use educational technologies in their classes. They also believe that teaching English through educational technologies is effective and motivating for students. The most important finding is that cost of software/courseware is an important barrier. 
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
