METHODOLOGY

3.0
Presentation

This chapter focuses on the study as a process. It gives detailed information about the participants of the study. It also presents information about the research design, the materials used to collect data, data collection procedures and data analysis.
3.1 
Research Design


A descriptive study was utilized to examine whether the English language teachers of the Near East Junior College in North Cyprus use educational technology in their English classes while teaching the four language skills. Quantitative method was used to collect data. The quantitative data was collected through a questionnaire. The data  was then statistically analysed to answer the research questions set out in Chapter I.
3.2
 Participants


The participants of the study were 40 English language teachers working for the Near East Junior College in North Cyprus. Data about participant teachers’ gender, teaching experience and native language were collected from the participants through the questionnaire. Two of the teachers were absent and six of the teachers did not want to participate in the study. Thus a total of 32 questionnaires were answered and returned back to the researcher.


The participants were put into three groups according to the years of teaching experience. There were 11 teachers in the one-five years of teaching experience group, 16 in the five-ten years of teaching experience group, and five in the ten-fifteen years of teaching experience group. (See Table 1)
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
