COURSE DESCRIPTION

ENGL 181 is a first semester freshman academic English course. It is designed to help students improve the level of their English to B1 level, as specified in the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages. The course connects critical thinking with language skills and incorporates learning technologies such as Moodle.  The purpose of the course is to consolidate students’ knowledge and awareness of academic discourse, language structures and lexis. The main focus will mainly be on the development of language skills in reading, writing, listening and speaking and on the improvement of general academic study skills necessary in an academic setting.

AIMS, OBJECTIVES AND LEARNING OUTCOMES 

The aims of the ENGL 181 course are to help students become more efficient and effective in their studies by:
· developing strategies to improve reading speed, and to improve the ability to comprehend complex academic texts;

· developing strategies to produce more coherent writing, and to make clear, appropriate, and relevant notes from academic texts;

· encouraging them to adapt various approaches for dealing with new or unknown vocabulary by practicing effective use of dictionaries, and through making effective vocabulary records;

· exploring and evaluating research techniques and resources, and crediting sources of information;

· promoting learner independence by encouraging students to return to earlier Study Skills to refresh their memories, or see how new skills build on and develop those previously presented.
The learning outcomes of ENGL 181 course are:  

 On successful completion of the course, students will be able to demonstrate understanding and knowledge of: 
· academic text, both written and spoken, in lessons, presentations, discussions, text books, articles and electronic media;
· English vocabulary, particularly key word families;
· English grammatical structure and cohesive patterns;
· interdisciplinary links in learning;
· the basics of critical thinking;
· the importance and value of sound study skills.
On completing the course students will have developed their skills in:

· giving a presentation on a global interdisciplinary issue and answering questions;
· asking questions for reasons and clarifications in class discussions; 

· presenting and justifying opinions in class discussions;

· making brief and relevant notes from written and spoken texts, capturing the main points and themes;

· ideantiying the purpose and audience of a text;
· reading for the general idea and for particular information
· predicting the content of a written text using the title and the pictures;

· interpreting data usign statistical information in graphs, charts and texts; 

· writing formal and informal e-mails and filling in forms;

· writing descriptive, argumentative, and informative essays in an appropriate format;

· doing research using various sources such as the Internet, books or magazines. 
On successful completion of this course, students will have developed their appreciation of and respect for values and attitudes regarding the issues of:

· academic honesty and the issue of plagiarism;

· acknowledging books and website sources; 
· collaborative study practice and independent learning.
