PRESENTATION OF EXPERIMENTAL REPORTS

Each report should be presented under the following three headings:
1.
Aim of Experiment


A short description of the experiment should be summarized together with the aim of the experiment.

2.
Experimental Results

All the experimental circuits should be drawn and the readings recorded during the experiment in tabular form.  The tables should be clearly labelled and given in correct units.  The results should be presented in graphical form and should be drawn on graph paper which can be later stuck into the report.  Each graph must be self-explanatory. If the lab manual contains questions, they should be answered.

3.
Conclusion

The conclusion should contain a critical discussion of the results obtained in the student’s own words and should offer some explanation of any differences between theoretical and experimental values.  If possible main sources of error in instruments and their magnitudes should be indicated.
