Dr. Zeliha Khashman is the Head of the International Relations Department at Near East University, in the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus (TRNC). Between April 2010- April 2015, she was appointed as the only woman member of the Consultative Council to the Negotiation Team of the TRNC President. She was involved in strategic planning and providing the President and his negotiating team with the advice on negotiating process   between the Turkish and Greek Cypriots.

Dr.Khashman has been involved in mediation and peacebuilding efforts in the island at the grassroots level as a participant, observer and a facilitator as well. As a peace activist, she has been an active participant in many conflict resolution training courses.  In her capacity as a lecturer/head of department, she oversees events, meetings, consultations, education workshops, with the academics from the both side of the island in order to contribute to the reconciliation and peace in the island.

Dr.Khashman teaches international relations, ethnic conflicts and conflict resolution/peacebuilding at Near East University. She publishes on the topic of peacebuilding and conflict resolution with reference to Cyprus conflict, and presents her work to national and international audience. She has spent a term in 2008, at the Peace and Conflict Studies Department in St.Andrews University (Scotland) as a visiting scholar where she gave seminars on Cyprus Conflict. She received her PhD in international relations from Leicester University (UK), her MA from Nottingham (UK) and BA from the Middle East Technical University (Turkey).
